
Teachers and Staff:

• Supervise students' use of devices during school hours to ensure compliance with educational
objectives.

• Identify and report signs of cyberbullying or digital misuse to the concerned authorities.

• Promote digital citizenship by educating students about safe and responsible online behavior.

• Provide ongoing guidance on appropriate and ethical device use.

Students:

• Use devices responsibly and strictly for school-approved academic activities.

• Report any unsafe or inappropriate online activity to a trusted adult.

• Respect the privacy and rights of others when using technology.

• Adhere to ethical and responsible behavior when handling devices.

• Students are responsible for the maintenance and safety of their personal devices.

Parents/Guardians:

• Monitor children's use of technology at home and promote safe online habits.

• Cooperate with the school in addressing any incidents related to device misuse or online safety
concerns.

• Support the school's commitment to applying policies and following up on developments.

Usage Rules

1. Educational Purposes Only

• Devices may only be used for school-approved educational activities during designated times.

• Non-educational activities (gaming, social media, unrelated browsing) are prohibited unless directed by
the teacher.

2. Supervised Use

• Device usage must always be under the supervision of a teacher or authorized staff member.

• Teachers are responsible for ensuring all activities align with educational objectives.

3. Devices Outside Class

• Use of devices during recess or between classes is not permitted unless a specific directive is issued
by the school or teachers.

4. Digital Safety Procedures

• Sharing personal information, downloading unauthorized apps, or accessing unapproved websites is
prohibited.

• Students must keep passwords confidential and must not attempt to access another person's
information.

5. Communication

• Using devices for calls, texts, or communication with parties outside the school is prohibited except in
cases directed by the teacher.

6. Anti-Cyberbullying

• Cyberbullying or any form of digital harassment is treated as a serious offense per child protection and
disciplinary policies.

• Students must not publish, share, or distribute any inappropriate or unauthorized content.

7. Device Care and Maintenance

• Students are responsible for keeping their personal devices in good condition.

• The school is not responsible for the loss or damage of students' personal devices.

8. Use of School Devices

• Students must maintain the safety and condition of school devices, laboratories, and accessories.

• Any intentional damage or misuse may result in disciplinary action.

• School devices are designated for educational purposes only; unauthorized use results in
accountability.

9. Respecting Privacy

• Recording or photographing others without prior permission is prohibited.

• Publishing unauthorized materials is not allowed.

10. Home Use

• Parents are encouraged to set time limits for device use at home to ensure balance between learning
and personal life.

11. Device Storage and Management

• Devices are stored in designated external lockers per class. Assigned students ensure proper storage
under teacher supervision.

Student Internet Usage Agreement

• The school provides internet access throughout the school day with security measures and protections
designed for educational purposes (firewall).

• The use of any SIM cards or external internet services is strictly and absolutely prohibited within the
school.

• Internet access is for approved educational purposes only.
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
